


to 94.6% (Monmouthshire) (see Tables 1, 3). No LHB achieved the target of 95% uptake,
eight LHBs have uptakes above 90%.

7. Uptake of the final dose of Pneumococcal Conjugate Vaccine (PCVf, scheduled at 13
months of age) by the second birthday was 87.2%. Uptake by LHB ranged from 82.9%
(Carmarthenshire) to 95% (Monmouthshire) (See: Tables 1, 3).

8. Uptake of the Hib/MenC (given at 12 months of age) in children reaching 2 years of age
during this quarter was 92.2% ranging by LHB from 89.2% (Cardiff) to 95.3% (Powys)
(See: tables 1, 3). Three LHB areas achieved uptakes in excess of 95%

9. In children reaching five years of age this quarter, uptake of one dose of MMR remained
at 91.1% and uptake of two doses increased to 82.3% (from 81.1% in the previous
quarter). Uptake of two doses ranged by LHB from 77.1% (Neath Port Talbot) to 90.2%
(Blaenau Gwent).

10. Uptake of the “4 in 1” DTaP/IPV4 pre-school booster in children reaching their fifth birthday
this quarter increased to 87.7% (from 87.4% last quarter), ranging by LHB from 82.6%
(Cardiff) to 94.2% (Anglesey) (Tables 1, 4). No LHBs reached the 95% target, eight LHBs
had uptake in excess of 90%

11. Uptake of the first dose of HPV vaccine in girls in the current School Year 8 (reaching
their 13th birthday during 01/09/08 and 31/08/09) was 87.9% and ranged by LHB from
80.5% (Monmouthshire) to 96.1% (Blaenau Gwent) (table 7). Provisionally, uptake of the
second dose of HPV vaccine was 72.3%, however because immunisation sessions and
data entry were still in progress at the time that these data were extracted this figure is
expected to rise.

12. Uptake of two doses of MMR in 16 year olds this quarter was 80.6%, ranging by LHB from
70.2% (Monmouthshire) to 89.2% (Anglesey). Uptake of one dose of MMR in 16 year olds
this quarter was 92.6%, ranging by LHB from 82.3% (Monmouthshire) to 97.3%
(Anglesey). Uptake of a full course (two doses of MMR) of immunisation against rubella in
16 year old girls this quarter was 81.5% and uptake of only 1 dose was 93.1%.

13. National uptake of the Td/IPV5 teenage booster in children reaching 16 years of age was
59% (Table 6), ranging from by LHB from 5% (Blaenau Gwent) to 81.6% (Denbighshire)

Comment
Uptake of all routine immunisations in Wales by one year of age again exceed 95%, uptake of
1 dose of MMR by two years of age remains stable this quarter and uptake of two doses by
five years of age continues to increase. Efforts should be made to ensure that the older
children who may have missed MMR doses are re-offered these vaccinations inline with the
guidance given in Welsh Health Circular (2005) 081, to prevent future measles, mumps and
rubella outbreaks. Uptake figures for the first dose of HPV vaccine are very encouraging, with
eight LHB areas achieving an uptake in excess of 90% and reflects the excellent organisation
and delivery of the immunisation sessions. The majority of these immunisations would have
been given during October to December 2008. Provisionally, uptake of the second dose is also
encouraging. Most of the immunisation sessions for this dose took place in November and
December 2008, although many sessions were scheduled for January 2009. Data from
Immunisation sessions carried out late in January or early February are not included in this
report, as a result uptake figures for the second HPV dose are expected to rise.
