Work to remove asbestos from ceilings above theatres and adjacent corridors at 
Ysbyty Glan Clwyd has been brought forward by the Betsi Cadwaladr University 
Health Board.   
 
To ensure the continued health and safety of staff and patients and to reaffirm the 
future of Ysbyty Glan Clwyd, this work will commence early in the New Year. 
 
Emergency and elective surgery will continue despite the disruption. Medical staff 
will lead the planning to make sure patients can access care as needed whilst this 
important and much needed work is done.  
 
It is anticipated that the work will finish by winter next year. The Welsh Assembly 
Government is supporting the Health Board in this, which has been warmly 
welcomed   
 
 
Michael Williams, Chairman of the Betsi Cadwaladr University Health Board said: 
“We would like to reassure patients, visitors and staff that there is no immediate risk 
to their safety.”
